At that time, getting into a boat Jesus crossed over and came
to His own city. And behold, they brought to Him a paralytic,
lying on his bed; and when Jesus saw their faith He said to
the paralytic, “Take heart, my son; your sins are forgiven.”

There are two things in this Gospel reading upon which we
can meditate. The one is that this man was ill, he was in need;
perhaps he was unable either to express his need, or to
express the faith that he had in the possibility of healing...,
but his friends had faith: faith in Christ, faith in His power to
heal, to make whole. And they took this man and brought
him to the Lord.

And again, it is because this man, in the years when he was
whole, was able to call out love, friendship, devotion, faithfulness in their hearts that in the hour

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Here are two lessons for us. The one is that we can bring forth the needs of people: physical,
spiritual and other needs; we can bring forth their needs to God if we have faith in His healing
power, and our faith can open the gates of salvation for those who perhaps have not enough
faith, who might not even be able to say, ‘I believe, Lord, help my unbelief” - those who doubt,
those who hesitate, those who are uncertain that we can bring them to the Lord. But this is
possible only if the person in need has created in us, called out in us love; a love so personal,
so faithful that we prove capable of acting. Or perhaps, if our life in Christ is deep enough that
God has seen into our hearts so much of His own compassion, of His own love that we can turn
to the unknown, turn to whom we have never heard of, prompted by nothing but by his or her
need, and bring him or her to God unto salvation, unto healing.
